Sound functions on the receiver can be used to
train adog or to find alauncher in heavy cover.

by using left and right jack buttons and turning
the transmitter selector dial to the number that
corresponds with the Bird Launcher. Each
setting will operate two launchers.

- DO NQOT usethe bird launcher until you have
read this manual.

- Trangport the launcher in asafe pogition. It
should either havethe bird cradleopenor if it is
closed, thesafety pinmust beinserted tolock
the release latch.

- Tostorefor long periodsof time, place the bird
launcher in the open position to prevent the
springs from weakening.

- To avoid danger, keep the bird launcher away
from children. Never leave a st bird launcher
unattended. The bird cradle can pop open with
sgnificant force.

- Do not look down uponit or into it during the
launch process because you may beinjured as
the bird cradle opens up.

— WARNING

Use caution when using abird launcher. Keep
your head away from the top of the launcher
whenit is loaded. You could be injured if
the dummy or bird isaccidentally launched.

You'll know it’sworking properly
if the receiver sound horn emits aloud beep or
guacking sound.

The solid red light will
change into a solid green light when the battery
isfully charged.

BASIC MAINTENANCE

Be sure that the rubber charging plugs are
always secured when the collar isin use. If your
plugs break or are ripped, please contact
Customer Service at info@dogtra.com or
(888) 811-9111 to obtain replacements.

After each session, carefully inspect your
unit for any missing parts, or casing damage.
Broken casings on either the receiver or
transmitter may affect the waterproof guarantee
of the unit. The transmitter antenna should be
secured and tight for optimum performance.
Rinse the unit after each session and clean off
any dirt or debris.

Stor age M aintenance

Y our unit should be fully charged for 14
hours before extended storage. During storage,
the unit should be charged every 3 months for
14 hours, and once before the first use.

When traveling, try to store your unitsin
room or slightly warmer temperatures, do not
transport the unit exposed in extreme climates.
